We will shop together at Kroger. Scouts should estimate the value of groceries
in their carts before entering the checkout line to ensure they are within
budget. Scouts will purchase food items and return receipts and unspent cash.
After shopping, we will return to Tapioca Express for refreshments, review,
and dismissal.
